All his 
customizing was done by hand  with paint. The tonearm 
has yellow paint treatment with red dots added after the 
yellow paint dried. 
 
 
Whenever the New Jersey Antique Radio Club has a swapmeet 
in northern New Jersey, Club member Joe Bentrovato invites 
everyone to a barbecue at his house that is only a few miles 
away. The hamburgers and trimmings are great, but the 
highlight of the visit is Joe’s antique Radio and Phonograph 
collection. Joe’s basement is filled with shelves and showcases 
that display his collection. There are so many beautiful wooden 
sets from the 30’s, transistor sets from the 50’s and bakelite 
table models from the 40’s and 50’s. His phonograph collection 
is not just 45 players, but any interesting phono. From vintage 
windups to a particularly interesting one that is a  phono 
mounted on top of a drum. But my favorite is the blonde console 
made by General Electric shown here. It is the only GE unit I 
have ever seen with a 45 rpm record changer. Some of the real 
gems of his collection are displayed upstairs in a very tasteful 
manner.
